Step 1

Disconnect the electrical connector behind the
bumper near the wheel well on each side of the
vehicle.

Step 2

Remove two (2) bolts from the bottom of each

frame rail using an 18mm socket. Remove the

bolt from the back of the bumper closest to the
frame on each side using a 13mm socket.

Step 3

Carefully open the rear gate and remove the
rear bumper. Set it aside for reinstallation.
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Step 4

Remove the electrical bracket by removing two
(2) bolts using an 18mm socket. Remove the
electrical cap from the bracket and return the
bracket to the vehicle owner.

Step 5

Raise the hitch into position around the
bumper beam and insert four 1/2” hex

bolts (#1) and four conical-toothed washers
(#2) through the hitch and holes in the bumper
beam. Loosely secure the bolts with 1/2”
serrated-flange nuts (#3).

Torque 1/2” hardware to 110 ft-Ibs.

Step 6

If the bumper was removed, reinstall the
bumper following steps 1-4 in reverse order.
The electrical cap will mount into the slot on
the hitch.
